Village boys, who were fond of oil wrestlinghad,
had their first experiences by combatting with
their fellows and learning from the tricks of their
elders they have seen. Talented youths whose bodies
grow and who have reached at ages of 15-16 be-
came a leg man for the pehlivan around. The
pehlivan candidate who has been brought up in
relationship of “master-helper’, completed his
physical development till the age of 18, then learnt
the rules of pehlivanship and wrestling technics
from his master and finally became a master at
22. The wrestler who has not chosen a master for
himself and practice alone had little chance of

SUCCESS.

It was not enough for a pehlivan to be strong
and to know wrestling well. Pehlivan had to be a
man who was accepted by the community with
his moral and mature attitudes and was shown
respect. Otherwise he couldn't succeed. The best
example for this is the beaten pehlivan’s kissing
his opponents’s hand showing respect to him. His-
tory of Kirkpinar is full of such examples symbol-
izing this. When Kel Alicho, who is a legendary
hero after winning master-pehli vanship for 26
years, continued wrestling with pouiring on Koca
Yusuf whom he couldn'’t be able to beat after wres-
tiing for hours at his twentyseventh final; Yusuf
began to cry and wanted to leave the mastersh Ip
lo Alicho and that was one of the meaningful
examples reflecting Kirkpinar ethic. Also ha VINng
never been a worrying case in Kirkpinar's history
Jor centuries is also caused by the pehlivans’ inter-
nalizing of the moral attitude and the soundness
of their traditions.

Every village tried to represent itself at Kirkpinar
excelently. One week before Kirkpinar, the environ-
ment of the meadow was designed as a fair for the
tradesmen who will meet demands of the audience
and tents and portable kitchen were established.
The Aga, pursuing all these intensive efforts closely,
aimed for the realization of the entertainments in
a situation that is appropriate to its prestige, perfect

and troubleproof.

guests on a foal clothed with red baize on it. The
Joal with the red baize was an ezpression of respect
shown to the coming guests. The guests visited
Aga’s tent in Kirkpinar Meadow and offered the
gifts they had brought by them like goat, sheep,
camel and foal to the Aga. Then they moved in the
tents reserved for them. Some well-to-do guests
also left their vesicles full of money on the bottom
of the couch where the Aga sits with style. All these
gifts were distributed to the pehlivans as award.
Beside exhilaration, vainglory and enthusiasm,
sharing also the expenses in solidarity has shown
the power and beauty of Kirkpinar ethic.

After these ceremonial operations were complet-
ed and three days had left to Hidrellez, Kirkpinar
entertainments were started with great demonstra-
tions. On the first day starting with the accompa-
nying drums and clarions, the horse-race called

Immigrant Race” was held. This race that starts

from a distance of 6 km. to Kirkpinar Meadow and
ends at the field had at least the same importance
with the wrestlings. The winner was given award
by the Kirkpinar Aga.

In the morning of Hidrellez, the pehlivans who
will wrestle for the “mastership’ began to undress
and the drums and clarions were played more
elatedly on the Men's Field. The struggles on the
meadow on which the winners are made wrestle
‘mercilessly"with new opponents uninterruptedly,
continued till late hours. After the wrestlings are
completed the “master-pehlivan” has appeared
and the Kirkpinar Aga distributed the awards.
After the prize-giving mevlid is prayed and the
poor children were had circumcised by the
Kirkpinar Aga.

Before the entertainments were closed. the
Kirkpinar Aga of the next year was elected. The
auctioneer dropped the lamb that he carries on
his lap in front of a tent and the aga of the vil lage
to which the tent belonged became the Kirkpinar
Aga of the next year.To be the Aga of Kirkpinar
Wrestlings was one of the greatest honours for a
village aga. Drummers, clarion players, oilmen,
watermen making a row in front of his tent,
celebrated the new aga and given tips. In the next
morning when the dawn began, the guests left the
Kirkpinar Meadow and return to their villages and
towns. Everyone made their farewells and gave
their words to meet at the wrestlings of next year.

The heirloom of Turks, Kirkpinar that obtains
for centuries in rich cultural motives, is still kept
alive with the same exhilaration and enthusiasm
today with all its traditions, famous pehlivans and
heroics.

“Fourty” in Turkish Culture

In Turkish culture a sacred meaning was given
to the number 40 and expressions like “40 heros’,

“40 thin girls’, “fourties” are used related to this

number. Places with water sources are called “40
eves” “fourtyspring” and there are several beliefs
and traditions related to number 40. This number
40 is alse considered as sacred in different religions
and it is seen that Moslem Turks and the Christians
who have lived together in Anatolia and Rumelia
have also performed many traditions together.

Evliya Celebi'nin 17. yiizyildan aktardig bir
gures duasinda adi gecen “San Saltuk”, Kirkpi-
nar'in tarihi agisindan dikkat ¢ekicidir. Anadolu
Selguklulan, 1243 yilindaki Kosedag Savasi'nda
Mogollar'a yenilerek, Anadolu’'nun egemenligini
yitirmeye baslar.

Rumeli'de giires¢i olarak taninan ve
gures dualarinda adi gecen Sari Saltuk un, Osman-
lilarin Edirne'yi fethinden 6nce burada yagl giiresi
gelistiren kisilerden oldugu bilinmektedir. Edir-
ne'nin tekrar Bizans egemenligine gectigi ve Sarl
Saltuk'un kentten aynldigi 1304 yilina kadar yagh
gureslerin burada yapildigi bilinmektedir.

Fairs which were the trading places of the Greek

- and Romans, were also centers where entertaining

demonstrations and sports competitions. After the
10th century these fairs (with the paricipation of
Pechenek Turks) gained a new dimension by wit-
nessing the performance of Turkish wrestlings. This
performance brought by Pechenek Turks to Greek
and Roman fairs continued to develop with the
arrival of Selchuk and Ottoman Turks at Western
Anatolia and Rumelia. Among these fairs Kirkpinar
Fair came forward with its features and reached
this day as “the oldest living sports organization.”

Sari Saltuk in Rumelia

Sari Saltuk, whose name is written in a wretling
prayer quoted by Evliya Chelebi from the 17th
century, is spectacular related to the history of
Kirkpinar. Anatolian Selchuks, having been beaten
by the Mongolians at Kosedag War in 1243, began
to lose their hegemony on Anatolia. Historical
sources determine that a group of Turks among
which is also an Alp Eren (governor) called Sari
Saltuk have passed to Rumelia. In this period of
the lasting invasion of Latins in Thrace and Istan-
bul, taking advantage of the interior turmoils in
Byzantium, Sari Saltuk invaded Edirne against
the Bulgarian in 1264 and ruled the city for nearly
40 years. It is known that Sari Saltuk who is well-
known as a wrestler in Rumelia and whose name
exists in the wrestling prayers was one of the men
who developed oil-wrestling here before Edirne
was conquered by the Ottomans. It is also known
that till the year 1304 when Edirne was again
conquered by the Byzantines and Sari Saltuk left
the city, oil-wrestlings were held here.

Conquest of Edirne and Kirkpinar

In 1354, Ottomans leaded by Suleyman Shah,
the elder son of Orhan Gazi, performed conquering
movements in Rumelia.As a result of the conquests-
during which hadji llbey invaded some important
centers by Istanbul and Evrenos Bey by western
coast, the Ottomans reached at fronts of Edirne.
After Suleyman Pasha has died because of an un-
fortunate accident in 1359, his younger brother
Murad (Hudavendigar) carried over the attacks.
Turkish forces commanded by Lala Shahin Pasha
entered Edirne in 1361, beating the Byzantium

army.

The meeting of Ottomarn Turks with Kirkpinar
Oil-Wrestlings took place in this period. During
the period of Sultan 1th M urad wrestling tekke
was established in Edirne.Also the beginning date
of Kirkpinar Oil-Wrestlings was accepted as 1361,
the date of the conquest of Edirne. Eviiya Chelebi
wrote that the purpose of opening wrestler tekkes
in Bursa, Edirne, Istanbul and Manisa was bring-
ing up “healthy, combatant, brave, talented” sol-
diers for Turkish army thar will conquer Rumelia.
Graves of famous pehlivans like Er Sultan, Demir
Hasan who were brought up at Wretlers Tekke of
Edirne to which Seyyid Cemaleddin was appointed
as sheik by SultanMurad are here.

Location of Kirkpinar

The place where historical Kirkpinar fair was
held is today located inside the borders of Greece,
This place is the field of meadows located between
the villages Simavina (Ammovounon) and Sari
Hizir (Kiprinos) which are at a distance of 17 km.
on the way from Edirne to Ortakoy. At Kirkpinar
Fair where trading of animals and various goods
was made, like at the other fairs, entertaining
demonstrations and sports competitions were held

But the most significant feature of Kirkpinar other
than the fairs held in Rumelia was that the orga-
nizations like horce-races, wrestling and foot races
were organized by the "Aga” and more valuable
gifts were given.

The fair was held for a 4 days period of time.
I'he wrestlings starting on the second day ended
on the fourth day, day of Hizir Ilyas, in the evening
of 5 or 6 May.

Eventhough wrestlings were held all around
Ottoman country, the pehlivan who has won the
mastership wrestling at Kirkpinar was accepted
as the master-pehlivan of whole Turkey. This was
because Edirne was the capital and Kirkpinar was
the nearest to the capital and greatest wrestling
organization. This tradition still continues today,
the winner wrestler of master-pehlivanship at
Edirne Kirkpinar carries the appellation of master-
pehlivan of Turkey for a whole year.

Golden Age of Wrestling

Because the Ottoman sultans were brought up
as sportsmen, they had a special interest in wres-
tling. Suleyman the Magnificent, IV. Murad, II.
Mahmud and Abdulaziz were pehlivan sultans.
Sultan Abdulaziz was also a fan of supporting
pehlivans. He kept pehlivans under his patronage
and gave them various services at the palace. The
wrestling stories of the pehlivans are living in the
houses in IThlamur Kasri and Ortakoy and looked
after in the unions of palace spreaded all around
and were even published as series on newspapers.
The most famous pehlivans of that period were
Arnavutoglu, Kavasoglu, Makarnaci, Shamdanci

Kara Ibo, Yozgatli Kel Hasan, Yoruk Ali and Kel
Alicho.

Pehlivans, having lived the brightest period of
their own in the times of Sultan Abdulaziz, were
alienated from the palace after Abdulhamid took
the power and many of them were obliged to return
his village. Fallen into want of subsistence, the
pehlivans began to go abroad as of 1894 wrestled
in many European countries, particularly in Ger-
many and France and in America. In Istanbul one
of a French man called Doublierwho dealed with
showmanship and knew the wrestlers, took among
these wrestlers Koca Yusuf, Filiz Nurullah, Kara
Osman and Mehmet to Paris in order to have them
wrestle for demonstration. Turkish pehlivans wide-
ly hold the stage all around Europe by the successes
they had. Their fame spreaded all around the world
and they were called as “the amazing Turks.” Other
than these pehlivans Kara Ahmet, one of the wres-
tlers who have gone to Europe, won the world
championship for Greco-Roman wrestling. Also
Hergeleci Ibrahim, Kizilcikli Mahmut, Adali Hali!
and Kurtdereli Mehmet performed successful wres-
tlings in Europe, Russia and America and made
their names spread around the world.

Kirkpinar in Saraici

Because of the wars Kirkpinar Oil-Wrestlings
were not held in some years. After Ottoman Empire
was beaten at the end of the L. World War, the Greeks
invaded Edirne.

At the end of the National Liberation War with
the independence regained under the leadership
of Mustafa kemal Ataturk, a whole new coun try,
Republic of Turkey was born. After the Lausanne

Conference painful times of Edirne had also fin-
ished as well.

[smail Habib Sevuk, Director of National Edu-
cation in Edirne in 1924, was a man with an am-
bition of wrestling. Sevuk, being the chairman of
Turkocagi as well, leaded Kirkpinar Wrestlings
again to be held in Sarayici, With the purpose of
gaining income for Turkocagi, led by Ismail Habib
Sevuk; people who like wrestling and among which
are Sevket Odul, Ekrem Demray, Tevfik Sulun, de-
cided to hold the wrestlings in Sarayici on 30 May
1924. These wrestlings which were shown great
interest by tthe people who haven't seen any enter-
tainment for years and Arnavut Benli Abdullah
won the master-pehlivanship at, are the first Kirk-
pinar Wrestlings held in the period of the Republic.
The income from the wrestlings which were orga-
nized in benefit of Turkocagi at the beginning then
was left to Institution of Preserving Children until
1951. From that date on Kirkpinar began to be
organized by Edirne Municipality.

Red Bottomed Candle

The symbol of invitation to Kirkpinar is the red
bottomed candle. Kirkpinar Aga, from the begin-
ning of March on, sends red bottomed candles to
towns and villages, pehlivans, recognized people
and invites them to Kirkpinar. The public was also
invited to Kirkpinar by hanging recognizable red
bottomed candles on the ceilings of the cafes. Invi-
tation with the red bottomed candle is a dating
very back tradition which is used for the weddings
and wrestlings in Thrace and Istanbul locale. The
phrase “Have you been invited with the red bot-
tomed candle?’, also has its roots in this inviting
tradition. In addition, painting the 3-5 cm. thick
bottom of the candle in red is an expression of the
importance given to the red colour by Turks.

Oil wrestling is one of
the few sports which is performed with music.
Drums and clarions, from prehistory till day, have
been musical instruments used to exhilarate people
in times of both war and peace. In ancient Turks
and Ottoman, drums and clarions were always a
part of daily life. One of the most beautiful aspects
of men’s field is the drums and clarions. The group
of musicians aligning at one side of the field is
composed of romans whose professions are music
Drummers and clarion players who exhilarate the
audience and the pehlivans with pehlivanship
and war melodies and put enthusiasm and exhil-
aration into the Men’s Field, also know wrestling
and like pehlivans.

The wrestler, who has become the master-
pehlivan of K irkpinar and Turkey wears on the
golden belt and walking from Sarayict to the mu-
nicipality building, delivers the belt to the Munic-
ipality of Edirne. The wrestler, who becomes the
master-pehlivan for three consecutive years, also
becomes the owner of the golden belt weighing 1.4
kilograms. Huseyin Alkara from Tekirdag who has
won the master- pehlivanship 8 times couldn't be
able to own the golden belt because lack of regula-
tions in question and was awarded with the Kurt-
dereli Belt. Up to day, Mustafa Buk from Ordu,
Aydin Demir from Karamursel, Huseyin Cokal
from Denizli and Ahmet Tasct from Karam ursel
are the wrestlers who have taken the golden belt
home. Ibrahim Karabacak from Samsun, although
become master-pehlivan 4 times intermittently,
wasn't able to own the golden belt. Ahmet Tasci
from Karamursel who has won master-
pehlivanship at Kirkpinar 9 times and become
master-pehlivan in consecutive 3 years twice is the
only wrestler owning the golden belt eternally twice.

After returning home
he wrestled with famous pehlivans of the period
and participated in the wrestling competitions
held in Istanbul and Marmara region, Although
he had quitted wrestling, he died after a demon-
stration wrestling at which they dealed with Kizil-
cikli Mahmut when he was 47.

Koca Yusuf

He was born in Karalar village of Sumnu, Bul-
garia in 1859. He learnt wrestling from Kel Ismail
pehlivan and Pormak Osman Pehlivan. In the years
he undressed for mastership, Alico was was the
Master-Pehlivan of Kirkpinar. The phrase “Strong
like a Turk” was first pronounced for him in France.
Because he was never beaten from the moment he
undressed for the mastership on, he preened by
saying people that "like there is only one sun in
the sky, there is only one Yusufon earth.” After he
wrestled with famous pehlivans of his age, he went
10 France. He wrestled with Turkish and French
wrestlers. Beating his opponents mercilessly in a
short time Yusuf made foreign pehlivans scared by
his tough and hard actions. He became the symbol
of Turkish pehlivans wi th his strength. On the
invitation of American champion Roober going to
America, Yusuf beat Roober as well. He gained a
significant amount of money and fame at the
wrestlings he performed in America. By getting on
the Bourgogne ship leaving New York in order (o
return to Turkey, Yusuf died tragically when the
ship sank.

Adali Halil

The legendary name of oil -wrestling was born
in Kiliseli village of Adaici, Edirne in 1866. He
began to wrestle for mastership in the years when

Koca Yusuf was compelling Alicos master-
pehlivanship. Because their villages were near each

other he took advantage of Alicos skill and fame.
He wrestled with Koca Yusuf, Kattranci and Kurt-
dereli. He went to America in 1899. He carried over
the fame left by Koca Yusuf in America. He returned
home after earning money. In 1301 he participated
in the wrestling competitions organized in Germa-
ny. He won the championship at Liege wrestlings.
He won several important struggles at the wres-
tlings in Vienna. He participated in wrestlings in
Istanbul in 1901-1902. He won the master-
pehlivanship many times af Kirkpinar. After 1905,
because there were almost no opponents to stand
against him and Kurtdereli, he stayed in his farm
in Edirne and lived a quiet life. At the end of the
1912-13 Bakan war, when his farm was left out of
border. he settled in Kirishane vicinity of Edirne.
Adali Halil, who was named as “The Lion of the
Sultan” by Americans and whose life is full of her-
oism, is one of the few important names of the
golden age of wrestling history with his example.
Died in 1925, the grave of Adali in Edirne Wrestlers
Tekke is visited every year at the opening ceremorny
of Kirkpinar Wrestlings.

Kurtdereli Mehmet

He was born in Bukurova village in Selvi district
of Tirnova, Bulgaria in 1872. His family emigrated
due to war and settled in Kurtdere village of Ba-
likesir. He began wrestling when he was young
with his master Molla Mehmet. Before he is ready,
he was badly beaten and injured at the wrestling
against Katranci Mehmet. In 1894 he took his
revenge by beating Katranci at Manyas wrestlings.
He wrestled with Kara Ahmet, Koca Yusuf and
Adali Halil. In short time, his fame spreaded from
Marmara region dall over Rumelia. Kurtdereli was
also taken to Paris with Katranci Mehmet Pehlivan
by the French wrestling organizator Doublier. There
he wrestled with French and Bulgarian wrestlers.
In Kirkpinar of 1899 he won the Kirkpinar master-
pehlivanship after beating Adali halil and Kara
Osman. At his second trip tto Paris he wrestled
with great Indian Gulam Rustem. He participated
in Berlin wrestlings in 1901. In 1910 he was award-
ed with the Industry Medal by Sultan Reshad.

During the wrestling competitions organized
in Ankara in 1931, on his words of “I always
thought that there were Turkish nation behind me
and of the honour of the nation at every wrestling,
Kurtdereli Mehmet was awarded with an appreci-
ation letter and 1000 lira by Ataturk.

Ahmet Tasci who won master-pehlivanship 9 times
at Kirkpinar in the Republic era and made his
place among the famous names of oil-wrestling
history, was born in district of Karamursel, Kocaeli
in 1960. While he was working at Pirelli Factoryas
a worker he began wrestling in 1985. Being the
helper of Kadir Birlik, 1asct was beaten at the first
round of small medium large weights, at his first
attempt at Kirkpinar in 1985. A year after, he was
the winner of large medium, and in 1987 the win-
ner of subhead. In 1988, at his first attempt in
mastership he became the fifth. Climbing the steps
to the golden belt quickly, after his third degree in
1989, Ahmet Tasci became master-pehlivan in

1990 for the first time.

Wrestling at the final of 13 Kirkpinars till 2002,
Karamurselli won the master-pehlivanship at 9
of them. By winning the master-pehlivanship in
1990, 1991 and 1992 successively three times, he
became the owner of the golden belt. After winning
also the master-pehlivanship at the wrestlings of
1993, lost the master-pehlivanship of 1994 to Anta-
lyali Cengiz Elbeye. By becoming master-pehlivan
again 3 times successively in 1995, 1996 and 1997,
he got the golden belt for the second time. He gave
this belt “n the name of oil-wrestling” to President
Suleyman Demirel. Ahmet tasci, winning the Kirk-
pinar Master-Pehlivanship of also 1999 and 2000,
became the owner of various golden belts other
than Kirkpinar.

As of 1992 participating in the wrestling compeli-
tions at abroad, Ahmet Tasci got championships
in Germany, France, Holland, Bulgaria and Mace-
donia. Representing our country, he became the
third at the 4.

| Going on with its individual principles and
gwing birth to ring wrestling, Kirkpinar Oil-
Wrestlings are organized by the authority of Turkish
Wrestling Federation. The physical statute and
security of the wrestling field, olive oil, water. med.-
ical firm, location and qualification of the pehli-
vans, auctioneer (cazgir), driummers and clarion
players, referees of the field and tower. and other
people in charge are determined in the scope of
regulations. Fixing of the weights (boy) which are
done according to the results of the previous yearss
competitions is applied as follows: 1) Promption
weight (ages between 12-15), 2) Bunch lightweight,
3) Bunch mediumweight, 4) Bunch heavyweight,
3) Junior-medium lightweight, 6) Junior-medium
heavyweight, 7) Master mediumuweight, 8) Sub-
master (basalti), 9) Master (bas).

Wrestlers licensed and registered after going
through medical controls, are matched by allotting.
Amount of time for the wrestling is half an hour
Jor the weights from promotion weight to master
mediumuweight, and competition time for master
mediumuweight, sub-master and master wrestlings
is one hour. If no winner comes out of this periods,
pehlivans wrestle for 10 minutes in point system.

Edirne: The City of History and Culture

M. S. 2. yiizyllda Roma Imparatoru Hadrianus
tarafindan sehir kimligi verilen ve Hadrianapolis
adini alan Edirne, Anadolu ile Balkanlar arasinda
caglar boyunca tarihsel ve kiiltiirel geligmelerde
koprii islevi gordii. 1361 yilinda Sultan 1. Murat
tarafindan fethedilen sehir, Osmanl baskenti
olarak hizla gelisti. Doksan iki y1l bagskent kalan,
Istanbul’'un baskent olmasindan sonra da 6nemi-
ni ve gelismesini siirdiiren Edirne, camileri, kiillive-
leri, hanlar, hamamlari, kervansaraylari ve Kop-
rileriyle Osmanli mimarisinin gorkemli eserlerine
ev sahipligi yapiyor.

Edirne identified as a city by Roman Emperor
Hadrianus in A.C. 2nd century and took the name
Hadrianapolis, has functioned as a bridge for
historical and cultural developments between
Anatolia and the Balkan for ages. Conquered by
Sultan I. Murad in 1361, the city started to develop
quickly as the capital of Ottomans. Edirne, which
stayed as capital for 92 years and carried on its
significance and development even after Istanbul
became the capital, acts as a host for the gorgeous
works of Ottoman architecture with its mosques,
corpuses, inns, baths, caravansarays and bridges.

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Seiimiye Mosque

The Selimiye Mosque which Architect Sinan built
when he was 80 years old and described as his
“mastery work"” had been ordered built by Selim I1
between years 1569-1575. The mosque which
strengthened symbolic quality of Edirne in Turkish
history with its position as the “crown of the city”
is the most succesful example of the polygonial
arbored mosque plan of Architect Sinan. The finest
domed style of architecture history before industry
period is realized in Selimiye. The dome which is
31,28 metres in diameter is mounted on 8 props.
Selimiye presents a style specific to Architect Sinan
by achievement of a holistic place upon the solu-
tion of engineering problems, and creation of an
aesthetic and harmonic integrated composition
of all architectual elements from the dome to the
base line. Daylight is present in the building with
the windowed wall design and the most beautiful
facade composition of Ottoman architecture had
been formed. Minarets are built for the first time
in architecture adjacent to the sanctuary as the
supplementary elements of the central plan and
each have 3 galleries and are 70,89 metres. The
marble fountain in the middle of the arched court-
vard emphasizes the proportional perfection of
the architectural elements.

In Edirne, the characteristic structure of the
late 15th century is the Bayezid Il Complex which
was built by Architect Hayreddin between years
1484-1488 with the word of Sultan bayezid II. This
Structure composed of a mosque, alms house, hos-
pital, madrasah, bath, kitchen and warerooms, is
one of the biggest welfare foundations of the empire,
There are the hospice parts on the left and right
sides of the mosque which is covered by the great
dome with a diameter of 20,5 metres at the top.
I'he marble pulpit is of a great value. The pew
standing over the porphyry columns was first used
in this mosque. The door of the mosque is one of
the most beautiful samples of woodwork. There
are the hospital and the madrasah of medicine in
the complex. By giving concerts in here three times
a week, they had used the assistance of music to
the therapy. It was at first a general hospital but
after some time had become a centre where patients
got psychiatric treatment. There are alms house,
bakery and a candle workshop at the east side of
the mosque. The University of Thrace restorated
the hospital part as a Health Museum and opened
for visiting.

The first monumental structure of Edirne is the
Eski Mosque which was started by Siileyman Celebi
in 1403, carried on by his brother Musa Celebi and

Ottoman Edirne was founded with Eski Mosque
butlding complex. The architect of the mosque
forming a complex with its bedesten and the ma-
drasah which doesn't exist today is Alaattin and
LLs executor is Omer Bin Ibrahim. The dimension
of the mosque is approximately 50x50 metres and
it 1s covered with equal sized nine domes rising
above 4 square props. It has an importance among

the multi-unit buildings of Ottoman architecture.

The three gal-
leried minaret after which the mosque is named
is the tallest minaret with the height of 67,62 after
Selimiye. It has been a source of inspiration for the
Selimiye minarets with the technique of different
stairs for each gallery. Although the yard with the
fountain is the first application in Ottoman archi-
tecture, its design and details are an astonishing
mastery. Stone work of the crown door, wood work
of the window panels and authentic chisel works
are important examples of early Ottoman art. Foun-
tain yard is one of the best examples of Ottoman
architecture including the classical period.

Edirne, a city of rivers is also famous for its
bridges. Meric, Arda and Tunca rivers meet at |

Ali Pasha Bazaar,
which Grand vizier Hersekli Semiz Ali Pasha had
Architect Sinan build in 1569 was the center of
commercial life in 16th and 17th centuries with
its 129 shops. Arasta was built by Architect Davut
Aga as a foundation in order to draw income to
Selimiye. Rusempasha Caravansaray which Rust-
em Pasha who is the Grand Vizier of Kanuni Sultan
Suleyman had Architect Sinan build has been
restored as a hotel and received the Aga Han Archi-

tecture Award.

Mirror
brooms, fruit soaps, Edirnekari wood dyeing crafts-
ceramics, Edirne dolls, and lots of souvenirs pro-
duced in the handicraft workshops founded as a
constitution of Community Centers by Edirne Gov-
ernorship are all exhibited for sale at handicraft
shops built through the investments of the Province
Special Administration.

With
the second largest population in Thrace after [stan-
bul Edirne has a population of 119,298 in the
centrai city and 402,606 in province wide according
to the census of 2000. There are 8 districts other
than the central district, 17 towns and 248 villages
in the province. The names of the districts are Enez,
Havsa, Ipsala, Kesan, Lalapasha, Meric, Suloglu
and Uzunkopru. Edirne connects Turkey to Europe
with six border gates. Other than Kapikule which
opens to Bulgaria by road and railway, Uzunkopru
opens to Greece by railway, Pazarkule and Ipsala
to Greece by road, and Hamzabeyli to Bulgaria by
road as the border gates. Its economy is based on
agriculture and covers a large share of the produc-
tion of rice, wheat and sunflowers in the Turkish
economy. Furthermore, with the University of
Thrace, Edirne is the education and science centre
of the region.
